[Tragedy in our little church etched in my memory]

Over the years, I have been gripped by the question: “Is my lantern lit?”
We often focus only on what we see as mercy & grace side of Jesus, so we often miss the greater mercy:

Jesus did not leave people unchanged.

Jesus did not condemn, but He did speak truth into the woman's heart! “Leave your life of sin!”
We must not forget! Without both, it isn’t mercy!
“Yeah, but I’m not sure what to do...”  Do 2 things:

Invest in people

Invite them to follow Jesus
But how do I do that? John 3:16 & Acts 16:30-34

God so loved – past tense specific event  

The He gave – past tense, specific event 

Believes in Him – focus is on Jesus “into”
Has eternal life – cf. 5:24

Whoa!? What about baptism?

But does it really work? Yes, but also Acts 2
Is it really that important? John 14:6; Acts 4:12
