Why did he do it?


The sheep were his and were in danger

His love and loyalty demanded it


He was not a hireling or a robber

He was a shepherd: that’s what shepherds do

John 10:7-18
Jesus is God’s Son, the shepherd of the family sheep.

A roaring lion was devouring the sheep.

He took on the lion & lost His life. 

Why did He do it?  


The sheep are His and are in danger


His love and loyalty demand it


He is not a hireling or a robber


He’s The Good Shepherd: that’s what shepherds do

1 Peter 5:1-4
Being a shepherd is not easy … not supposed to be about decisions, position, or power.

It’s about God’s sheep … who are under attack.

These shepherds take on lions, often without fanfare, appreciation or praise – confidentiality to be kept!

Why do it? No immediate reward, position, or power.


They sheep are theirs and they are in danger


Their love and loyalty demand it


They are not hirelings or robbers


They are shepherds: that is what shepherds do
