1. Cleanse us & make us dwelling place of God!

Strategy to turn loose the Spirit’s power in our lives!

1. Confess Christ, turn to God, & be baptized
2. Ask God to give you His Spirit

3. Prayer for others to be strengthened by the Spirit

4. Focus Jesus to be transformed to be like Him


Why would anyone not want to follow the leading of the Holy Spirit?

They are enslaved to something that doesn’t want them to be free! Galatians 5:1 

This slavery happens in two ways and keeps us from depending upon the Spirit of God to transform us.

War Going On and when we don’t walk in step with the Spirit (vs. 24-25), we are inviting the enemy in to wage war against the work of the Spirit in lives and quench the Spirit’s influence and transformational power in our lives (vs. 16-21).
In other words, many fear the focus on the work of the Holy Spirit because it confronts their sin and the presence of the Spirit convicts them and calls them to change and they really don’t want that. They want to desire transformation, but part of their heart doesn’t want to give up the sin.

Another reason that folks don’t want to focus on the work of the Spirit is that their identity has been tied up with their ability to live a more holy looking life than other people. In other words, they are depending upon their own ability to outperform others in matters of holiness. The problem is, they fail at this and they are depending upon their own works to save them, rather than the transformational power of God. Paul says that such people have fallen from grace and they are alienated from Christ (vs. 4). Even worse, if our righteousness comes from the power of the Spirit, then they have lost their basis for feeling superior to other people. 

We must remember that our ability to be God’s holy people rests on two different gifts of grace (Romans 8:1-4): The gift of Jesus and the Gift of the Holy Spirit.
