Down Right Paths for His Name’s Sake
Psalm 23; Romans 3:9-10, 21-23; 1 Peter 3:18

Romans 5:6-11; Matthew 25

“He leads me in paths of righteousness for His name’s sake.” (Psalm 23:3 NKJV)
1. He leads us down the right path!

· Jesus knows the correct path to take to bring us home to God. (John 10) 
· Our job is to listen for his voice & go where He leads!

2. He leads us as righteous people on the correct path.

· Narrow path that Jesus talks about

· But the problem is that we’re not right (Romans 3:9-10, 23)

· But He makes us right (Romans 3:20-21): it’s a winding trail, up a steep hill, and at the top is a cross (1 Peter 3:18; Romans 5:6-11)

3. He leads us as righteous people on the right path, so we treat others rightly.

· Because we’ve been placed on the right trail and declared righteous by grace, we treat others graciously (Matthew 25)

· We do this, not to earn God’s favor, but to exalt God’s name!
