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Don’t Muddy Up the Water Acts 8:26-39
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Skinny, burr-hair, knobby-kneed boy: Mackeys!

I would make my own!

It wasn’t hard or complicated. 

Use a few things I had lying around  … 

And come up with something like this! 

Why not dig for worms? 

Which sounds more fun and easier to do? 

The amazing thing? I nearly always caught fish!

Here’s point: We make things way too complicated! We muddy up the water fretting about all the details. 

Dad’s hitchhiking Ethiopian

“God would love to say that to you!”


It could have been much more complicated. 

Notice how simple and natural this was! 

Telling Jesus’ baptism story connected to our own Luke 3:21-23; Romans 6; & 1 Corinthians 15 

You can do what Jesus did to please his Father and experience what Jesus did to save you. 

I want my final message in the Go Fish series to be a reminder that sharing Jesus should to be simple. You’re not trying to explain the book of Revelation …
Don’t make it complicated. Don’t muddy the water! 

Ask God [bring power of the Spirit to situation]
Be real [Wired not Weird!]
Demonstrate concern [One that didn’t get away]
Tell your story [You’re the Bridge to Jesus]
Connect to Jesus  [Share Jesus – Here’s water]
