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In a season of unspeakable darkness, where heroes & villains were indistinguishable, God used the faith of 2 broken women to unite, rebuild, & propel his people to incredible heights. We want to remember their stories & hear the stories of some of our women on this special day.
Segment #1 -- Ends with Scripture of 1 Samuel 1:16
Everything hinged on the faith of 2 broken women! You know the 1st of these: Ruth -- a foreigner, widow, faithful to her MIL. From her comes Obed, Jesse & King David! But for David to become King, God’s people needed a leader to help them rise from disaster of their own godlessness. So God moved in heart of a broken woman of faith! 1 Sam 1:1-16
Segment #2 -- Ends with Scripture of Psalm 127:3
Do you realize how amazing this scene is? She leaves her precious boy with Eli with no assurance she will have other children! This is faith comparable to Abraham’s faith!

This child, this gift from God, that Hannah gave back to God was the incredible leader who took Israel from a scattered, godless collection of warring tribes & helped them become a united nation, a holy people, & led them through the disappointments of Saul to the splendor of King David!

· Without Hannah, without her heartbreak, her prayer, & her faithfulness, where would God’s people be?
· How many more women are out there, that sit among us, for whom the same is true?
Segment #3 -- Ends with Scripture of 1 Thessalonians 2:7

Jasa beautifully reminds of gift of mothering. But we pause today to thank God for those who have mothered us!

· Our physical moms [Mothers & Wives]
· Our moms by grace & choice [Zach & Mandy]
· Our spiritual moms [Patti’s recommendation! Sharon]
