
Habakkuk – Disappointment, Shock, & Faith

LORD, are you not from everlasting?

My God, my Holy One, you will never die!
Many years ago, an older preacher told me that you are not a good preacher until you can preach well a message you don’t want to preach.

With the book of Habakkuk, we enter the interior world, the personal worship time of a prophet with God.

We feel the prophet’s heartbreak, absolute confusion, and ultimately see this resolve in his deep faith.

The Holy Spirit included this “prayer journal” of Habakkuk in the Scriptures to give God’s disappointed people a window into the workings of His will. (cf. Hebrews 13:7)

First complaint: How long will you allow us to be evil?

God’s answer: Not long, the Babylonians are coming!

Second complaint: You’re kidding? They’re awful!

God’s answer: They will fall: no brag, just fact!

Prayer of Faith: You are great: I trust you will act!
