Listening for the Spirit’s Voice 1 Cor. 2:9-16; John 14:25-27; 1 John 2:20-27
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[Each time we hear truck roar & siren wail, we pray!]

What’s most important: water, hose, or firefighter?

Seems like an easy answer, doesn’t it.

So as we fighting the fires of hell in our lives, what is more important: message of the Scriptures, the Bible itself, or the Holy Spirit who uses them in our lives?

· So why have emphasized the importance of the Scriptures above the work of the Holy Spirit?

· Is this why personal Bible study has largely dried up & largely been abandoned or is dry & boring?

How does the Holy Spirit speak today? 

Or does the Spirit speak to us today?

The Scriptures are the Spirit’s tool, but the Spirit is not confined to the Scriptures! Eph. 6:17-19
· Helps us know truth from error 1Jn 2:20-27; 4:1-3; 1Cor 2:9-16
· The Spirit helps lead us in our daily lives Rom. 8 & Gal 5
· The Spirit is active when we worship together Eph 5:15-21
· The Spirit convicts us of sin John 16:7-11
· The Spirit is at work to choose leaders Acts 13:1-3; 20:28
· The Spirit is at work in godly leaders  Acts 15:28
· The Spirit speaks through the lives of mentors 2 Tim. 3:10-17
· The Spirit speaks through us Luke 12:11-12
· The Spirit opens & closes doors to mission Acts 16:1-10 

We must remember PURPOSE of Spirit’s work in us:

1. To inform of God’s will  1 Cor 2
a. Help me hear what you want to say today

2. To not conform us to the world  Rm 12:1-2; Gal 5
a. Convict me of what I need to change
3. To transform us to be like Jesus Jn 14; 2 Cor 3:18
a. Remind me of what Jesus said & did

b. Show what I need to do to be like Him
