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I wanted to share a good fish story today. Not a personal one, but a Bible fish story!

Yes! God really does like fishing!

What did Peter, Andre, James & John do?

What did Jesus use to feed 5,000 fish & chips!

Didn’t he use 2 coins inside a fish mouth to pay taxes?

Didn’t Jesus tell a parable about catching fish?

Didn’t Jesus help Peter, twice, get miraculous catch?

And yes, I do want to remind you of our earlier series, “Let’s Go Fish!” I want to re-awaken those convictions!
But we know the greatest fish story in the Bible is the little prophetic book we call Jonah.

In fact … original saying, “Time to fish or be bait!”

Beautifully written and has seven parts.

1. Jonah’s commission & flight from God 1:1-3
2. The Compassion & godliness of pagan sailors 1:4-16
3. Jonah’s gratefulness for God’s grace 1:17-2:10
4. Jonah’s re-commission & faithfulness 3:1-3
5. God’s compassion on repentant Nineveh 3:3-10
6. Jonah’s grudge at God’s grace 4:1-4
7. Jonah’s lesson on God’s compassion 4:5-11 
Jonah’s fish story is really a lot like Jesus’ fish story when he called his followers to fish for people!

1. Jesus cares about us in our darkness.

2. Jesus wants us to bring light to others.
