

Consecration! Joshua 3:1-5
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[Monday morning, January 3, two dudes & an elevator]

Challenge talking @ New Year in a town full of hype!

Rather than hype, resolutions, we will focus on a Sh!ft – rather than resolutions, we’re talking consecration!

So let’s read together from Joshua 3:1-5
Don’t you think it’s appropriate?

· Vs. 4 – Never traveled this way before

· Vs. 3 – Need to move out, leave past behind

· Vs. 4 – Need to follow God, with respect

· Vs. 5 – Consecrate ourselves

Let’s say the quoted part of vs. 5 together!
What mean? [Just Lincoln!] For them, specific things

But for us? “To declare or set apart as sacred”
We are to prepare by setting ourselves apart as sacred


Romans 12:1-2!  1 Peter 2:9

For Joshua’s message to have power, God’s people needed to be led to two important convictions:

1. God is at work among us. [Them – Wanderings; Us – @ negative & self-centered focus we’re taught. Cf. to string I’d put on the floor for OCD folks.] 
2. God is calling us to shift our focus from ourselves to Him [What is God doing rather than what I’m wanting? Catching wave rather than creating one]
So what does that mean for your & me? Well for folks in Joshua’s day, it meant at least two things:

· Follow God’s spiritual leaders as they follow the LORD vs. 3-4
· Dedicate ourselves to Godliness vs. 5
Living sacrifices, royal priesthood, Holy Nation 

But what does that mean for you personally?
